In November 2005, the society
made an application to the Vancouver
Parks 2006-08 Capital Plan for a Master
Plan to be written for Renfrew Park/
Ravine. Vancouver Parks approved the
application and will write the plan based
on geo technical and hydrological surveys
that the society is funding as well as from
input collected from a number of planned
open houses designed to engage the
public. The Renfrew Ravine Master Plan
will companion the Still Creek Integrated
Storm water Management Plan, an all
encompassing 50 year plan created by the
City of Vancouver, City of Burnaby and
the GVRD for the entire Still Creek
watershed.

So impressed with the society’s
ambitious endeavor, the city of Vancouver
awarded the society the “Mayot’s
Environmental Achievement Awards” in
June 2005. The Still Creek Stewardship
Society actively supports all current efforts
to naturalize Still Creek from helping to
fund native plants for the mosaic garden
installations to hosting fish releases for the
local elementary schools. The society was
formed in 2004 from a vision that it’s
founder Shannon Campbell had for Still
Crecek, to create a society that could bring
together and support smaller groups active
in restoration projects around the creek
and to set a plan in motion to heal it from
it’s burden of the cities that it is now
basically cleansing. Shannon is the driving
force behind the Still Creek Stewardship
Society and knows how to get things done.

Still Creek Stewardship Society Donates Trees to Local Elementary

Nootka elementary school recently
planted 6 new trees in their schoolyard. The
plantings are part of a vision by the “Green
Nootka Committee”. A group of school
patents dedicated to creating a greener
environment for the children of Nootka
school.

Currently, the majority of Canadian
schoolyatds are barren, boring and bleak. They
don’t provide enough shelter for children from
the elements such as the sun and weather. A

“Green” school yard can be defined as
installments of gardens, trees, native plantings
such as shrubs and herbs as well as paths,
interesting landscapes and art installations.
Recent studies conducted by
Evergreen (www.Evergreen.ca) conclude that
children who have access to a “green” school
yard are mote engaged, healthier and show an
understanding and respect for the earth and
the inter-connectedness of all living things.

The Green Nootka Committee
approached the Still Creek Stewardship
Society with a request for some trees
for their school. The Still Creek
Stewardship Society recently received
funding from Evergreen for this
purpose and purchased 3 Dogwoods
and 3 Maples to be planted close to the
riparian area of the Renfrew Ravine
(Still Creek). The idea of the trees were
to promote awareness of Still Creek
that turns underground and runs
directly under the west fence line of the
school property and to provide shade
for the children.

On November 21 the committee
presented each grade from K-5 with a
tree of their own. Tree plantings took
place over the following days with
children, parents and teachers all
helping,

“She has become very connected with many
of these girls, encouraging them to call her when
they need help and driving down to pick them up
at any time of day or night. We help the girls for
weeks and sometimes months — enough time to
help them get their lives back together.”

Ernie was born in Texas. Before joining the Navy
during the Vietnam War, Ernie played bass guitar
for the 13" Floor Elevators: “commonly regarded
as one of the first psychedelic bands™ (wikipedia).

Ernie pioneered and built the largest AIDS
orphanage in East Africa, with over 32 buildings
and 100 acres of land. During the genocide in
Rwanda, volunteers from the orphanage buried
over approximately 25,000 bodies that had
washed up on the beach.

Sometimes, all # takes to bring a community together is a few balls of yam, several sets of knitting nesdles and a
keen organizer. That was the message attendees at the Neighbourhood Small Grants Project (NSGP)
calebration heard on Movember 7 whan they gathered at Collingwood Meighbourhood House to mark the end of
the 2006 grant project.

The NSGP is a program that offers grants of up to 5500 to ad hoc groups of neighbours who apply to onganize,
publicize and carry out a project that will improve their neighbourhood socially, culturally or physically, The group
celebrating another year of successful projects was from neighbourhoods in East Vancouver including Renfrew,
Collingwood, Killamey, Champlain Heights, Victora, Fraserview, the Fraserands and Sunsat

There was a vanely of projects but one of the most innovative was onganized by Collingwood resident Cynihia
Hopkins, who organized a knitting circle. The goal was to offer neighbours the opportunity to knit gloves and
scarves for the homeless and soft wool caps for cancer patents undergoing chemotherapy. The grant paid for
riateals,

Hopking, who spoke al the event, explained that over the course of the Tuesday evening knilting sessions, the
group grew as participants invited others from the neighbouwrhood 1o join the circle. The yowngest paricipant was
an eight-year-old whike the oldest was a grandmother. The group produced 51 items, which it donated fo the BC
Cancer Agancy, First Uniled Mission and Covenant House.

Ancther project organizer described how her second annual block party drew neighbours together for an
afterncon event that featured visits from a fire truck and six police cars, One of the police officers pointed out that
the crime rate in the neighbourhood had dropped over the previous year and sakd thal block panies really do
make a difference because nelghbours gel to know one another and are more [ikely to look oul for one anather's
imlerests.

Cine project organizer described the Diwali celebration she and her friends organized; two friends talked about
thedr Blackberry Festval that celebrated the fruil of the invasive plant they've also spent time digging ocut of tha
banks of Still Creak.

The NSGP is funded by the Vancouver Foundation and will run again next year, Look for posters and application
forms next March. The forms will be available from Collingwood Nesghbourhood House and local libranes and

The
opportunities to make a
difference are endless.

Bike and foot patrols operate
daily throughout Collingwood,
serving as eyes and ears for
Vancouver Police. Patrols
observe and record issues which
may be of inferest to police,
licise with residents and
businesses, and provide a
presence on the streefts.

Volunteers also operate Bike
“Roadeos” at community events
such as Children’s Festival, host
Seniors Safe Teas for the elderly
and host family outreach

programs throughout the
community, such as movie nights
in city parks.

Though the benefits to the
community are obvious -
reduced crime, more public
awareness and education -
there are also a number of
personal benefits volunteers
gain. This includes team-building
and patrolling skills, resume
building and leadership.
Volunteers have opportunity fo
work with police officers and
other organizations, and many
of them get the policing bug.
More than 70 Collingwood
volunteers have gone on to work
for Vancouver Police
Department, RCMP and other
municipal agencies.

Volunteers can sign up in person
at Collingwood Community
Policing Centre. To be eligible
you must be 18 years of age or
older, and be able to read and
write in english. All volunters are
required to pay a $5
membership fee, agree to a
criminal record check, and
attend an orientation session at
the centre. Volunteers are
expected to confribute at least
eight hours per month. Call the
